Also, some
movie mistakes are caused by shooting out of
sequence. In many cases, it's not easy to
shoot at a particular location for a long period
of time. So the director and the actors must
shoot all of the scenes based at that location
at one time, regardless of sequence. This may
cause errors like a dirty costume suddenly
appearing clean again. Other mistakes are the
result of factual errors. For example, at one
scene in a movie set in the 1980s, people are
watching a TV show, but the TV set is a
21st—century model.
